Attached is a drain map showing the Walter Stephenson, Clark Millikan,
John Bell and Sarah Compton Drains. At present the Walter Stephenson

and Clark Millikan Drains are on a maintenance program.

The Sarah Compton Drain was constructed in 1890 as an open ditch., In

1919 a portion of the Compton, 5270 feet, was tiled as the Walter Stephenson

Drain., The Clark Millikan Drain was constructed in 1888 and congists of 2625

_ 1930
feet of tile drain outletting into the Compton Drain at Sta 76+00, In 2

the John Bell Drain was constructed and it consists of 987 feet of open

ditch outletting into the Compton from the West at 221st Street,

I have found that some dredging is needed in order to free the outlets of the

Millikan and Stephenson Drains. This is needed in order to relieve this

pressure within the tile which is causing repeated failures of the system,
A survey was run from 226th Street to 216th Street and it was discovered

that very little fall occurs within this distance; Since reconstruction

of the Compton is out of the question at this time ag it is bresently number

19 on the reconstruction clasgification list. I have sent out work orders

to the Drainrage Board Contractor.which call for dredging 400' of open ditch
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at the Stephenson and 650' at the Clark Millikan. Along with this he
is to clear brush along the banks in these sections and install silt
basins in front of both tiles. The cost estimate for this work is $600.00

for the Stephenson and $975.00 for the Millikan.

At present the maintenance fund for the Millikan Drain has a balance of
$537.66. The collections for 1983 will total $180.76 for an aggregate
amount of $718.42. The fund for the Stephenson has a balance of $39.22.
This years collections will total $488.45 for an aggregate amount of

$527.70. Both drains are being assessed at $1.00 per acre, $3.00 minimum.

Because of the work needed on the open channel for the Millikan and
Stephenson T believe a drainage shed should be created combining these

drains. This drainage shed should include the Walter Stephenson Drain,

Clark Millikan Drian, John Bell Drain and approximately 4000' of the Sarah

Compton Drain to 221st Street. This would also mean the elimination of
- — —

the individual maintenance funds for the Millikan and Stephenson Drains.

The drainage shed map for the drain is attached. There are 1042.717 acres
and 6 lots in the shed. Assessed at $2.00 per acre, $6.00 minimum, the

total yearly collection will be $2181.22.

I recommend a hearing be set for the above proposal on July 5, 1983 at

1:40 P,M.
