Attached is a Schedule of Assessments for the Harmon Clark Drain.

The legal drain, which was constructed in 1912, consists of 2050 feet

of eight (8) inch tile. This drain terminates into a private tile which
is now in poor condition. After investigation of the drain, I was

of the opinion that the private tile should be repalced with an open
diteh from the end of the existing Clark Drain to the intersection

with a natural drain from the West., This new open ditch would then

be a legal drain,

After talking to Tom Schellenberger of the Soil Conservation Service, I
found out that a new private drain tile designed by the Soil Conservation
Service was constructed by Callahan Enterprises. Since the Clark Drain
was tied into this new tile I spoke with Mr. Steve Hilger of Callahan
Enterprises about making the new tile a legal drain and setting it on
Maintenance. He did not believe that this would be of any advantage and
was against the idea. T also talked to Mr. Stanley Cebula, whose land
the open ditch would cross, he believes that a legal drain would be of

no advantage and he was opposed to the idea,

Therefore I suggest setting up the Harmon Clark Drain as it now exists
