Upon inspection of this drain I found that the tile was in good condition.
I therefore believe that this drain should be placed on a maintenance
program. With 260.599 acres and 271 Lots in the drainage shed, an
assessment of $2.00 an acre with a $6.00 minimum would bring in

Also, I believe that Arm#! of this drain should be vacated. This would
involve 778" of 6" tile. I do not believe this arm is functioning
