In 2007 a correction of the Arm #1 from Sta 15+40 to 27+72 was done per a GPS locate. Over
the years and various work orders have shown the tile at this location is generally a 10” tile (01-
01-25-00-00-012.000). Having spent much time researching historical documents for this drain,
I have been unable to find a description of the tile size for this stationing of Arm 1. A Hamilton
County Circuit Court record only describes the stationing from Sta 0 to Sta 14+10 as a 6™ tile.
The tile from approximately Station 15+40 to Station 27+72 will now be assumed to be a 10” tile
and mapped accordingly.
