The reconstruction was done by
Willjiam Noland and Son under contract dated January 22, 1991. The
contract amount was $54,109.75. The estimate for the work was
$65,169.50 per My report dated October 2, 1990.

buring the course of the work, there was one change order.
This change order, dated April 21, 192, involved the repair of
fence not covered in the contract. Although the original change
order set the cost at $575.00 for this work, an additional $250.00
was approved by me on May 7, 1992 for a total cost of $825.00.

The structure under Dunbar Road was replaced by the Hamilton
County Highway Department at.-its expense.

One problem experienced during the construction was the
inability to get grass seed to germinate. The Contractor did what
he could under the contract to get a grass cover established.
However, between soil and weather conditions, the vegetation was
spotty at best. . Hydroseeding was considered, but that proved too
tostly for the project. Although vegetation is now established,
it is mostly weeds. Additional effort should be made to get more
grass cover establighed through the maintenance of the drain.

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- Another problem experienced by this office during the
construction was the inability of the contractor to stay with the
job or to contact this office._-Getting a4 response from the
contractor was nearly impossible either by phone or in writing.

Attached are the plans, drain map, drainage shed map and aséessment roll for the
William Baker Drainage Area. The drainage area as proposed will include the William H.
Baker Drain, J.B. Jones Drain, Flora Mendenhall Drain, and the George Swarms & George
Starret Drain.

The Flora Mendenhall Drain is presently on a maintenance program. This was done in
hpril 1979. 'this drain was petitioned by Flora Mendenhall Etal to the Commissioners
Court and on March 15, 1899, viewers were appointed and ordered to meet J.A. Mitchell,
County Surveyor at Bakers Corner on the morning of April 4, 1899. The Viewers Report was
filed Apfil 15, 1899 and was ordered constructed on June 7, 1899 for a cost of'$l,281.82
{See Commissioners Record 29, pages 25-27). The drain consists of a main drain-7800 feet
in length, being 8, 10, 12, and 15 inch tile, and open ditch entering the T.B. Baker
Drain. The drain also has two arms, Arm 1 consisting of 8 inch tile with a length of.ﬁéggc;
feet and Arm 2 conéisting of 8 inch tile with a length of 1000 feet.

The drain was assessed and mainfenance performed in 1858. Requests were made to

" maintain the drain in March 1969 by Lyndon Beals and Bernie Stowers. However, further
maintenance was not performed until the drain was placed on maintenance in 1979. Since
that time, 14 work orders have been performed for a total of $8,036.09.

The Swarms & Starret.Drain'began as the Nathan Blanton Drain constructed by the

Board of Commissioners in 1882 at a cost of $842.25. The drain consisted of 7400 feet of

open ditch which approximately followed the future George Swarms Drain. In 1800 property
owners petitioned the Surveyor for cleaning of the ditch.

In 1902 the George Starret Drain was constructed by order of the Board of
Commissioners. This drain consisted of a main ditch and two arms. The drain consisted
of 16,087 feet of tile and 864 feet of open ditch for a total of 16,951 feet. Arm 1 of
this drain followed the route of the Nathan Blanton Drain. The drain outletted into the
T.D. Baker Ditch at or hear the outlet for the Flora Mendenhall Dfain.

Records exist for the repair of this drain at its outlet. Although not dated.
Evidence in the area suggests that this work was done. In 1953 a petition to open the
ditch to a point 300 feet west of Dunbar Road was submitted. This work was accomplished
in 1954.

In April 1926,‘George Swarms petitioned the Board of Commissioners to repair Arm 1
of the S8tarret Drain. The viewers report was filed with thé Board in December 1926 and
was ordered constructed. Arm 1 of the Starret Drain was thereafter known as the George
Swarms Drain. The entire drain is referred to as the Swarms and Starret. The length for
the Swarms Drain is included with the Starret.

The Swarms & Starret Drain was requested for reconstruction in 1972 by Warren Waitt
and in 1974 by Hollas Pickett and again by Warren Waitt. In April 1979 a hearing was
held for placing the drain on maintenance which included plans for the repair of the
outlet. At that time the Board tabled the matter.

In March 1899, C.B. Jones Etal petitioned the Board of Commissioners for a drain.
The Viewers Report was submitted in April 1899 and the drain ordered constructed in June
1899. The drain as constructed consists of 10 and 12 inch tile and is 2,628 feet in
length. The drain outletted into the T.D. Baker open ditch. The record shows that the
drain was repaired in 1959.

In April 1882 the Lewis and Amanda Burris Drain was petitioned to the Circuit Court.
The open ditch as constructed in 1882-3 was 6100 feet in length and followed the existing
Baker Drain from U.S. 31 upstream to a point near the northwest corner of parcel

Thomas D. Baker Etal petitioned the Board of Commissioners for a drain in June 1898.
The Viewers Report for the proposed drain was filed in August 1898 and the drain ordered
constructed in October 1898, The drain consisted of a main ditch of 2800 feet of 15"
tile and 7116 feet of open ditch and an arm of 1045 feet of 8" tile for a total of 10,961
feet. The drain follows the same route as it exists today and includes the old Lewis and
Amanda Burris Drain.

The Board of Commissioners received a petition from William Baker Etal in July 1902
for reconstruction of the T.D. Baker Drain. The Viewers Report was filed in Rugust 1902
and ordered constructed in September 1902 at a cost of $1,729.00. The drain followed the
route of the T.D. Baker Drain and consisted of tiling the existing open ditch to Station
83+70 and cleaning out the open ditch to the north side of 236th Street. The main ditch
now consists of 9848 feet for an overall length of 10,893.

The drain was repaired in 1906 by dredging the open ditch and repairing tile. The
drain was again repaired in 1915 by enlarging the tile betﬁeen 236th Street and the open
ditch with a 24" tile. The draiﬁ has been repaired in 1921, 1939, 1954, 1956, 1957,
1959, and 1965. The drain was requested to be reconstructed in 1968.

The William Baker Drainage Area is presently number 2 on the reconstruction
classification list. The drain reconstruction is being presented at this time due to a
petition filed in May 1988 by residents of Bakers Corner whom are experiencing standing
water problems due to problems with the C.B. Jones Drain.

The proposed reconstruction involves placing breathers at road crossings on each
drain; dredging and bank work on the open ditch from the south side of 236th Street east
of U.8. 31 to the tile outlet west of Dunbar Road; reconstruction of the C.B. Jones Ditch
from approximately Station 1410 to the Baker Drain; dredging the portion of an open ditch
which at some time was tile along the north and east side of the woods in the east half
of the southeast quarter of 836, T20N, R3E; converting the tile between 236th Street to
the open ditch to open ditch; and improving the existing grass waterway east of Dunbar

Road to the woods. The C.B. Jones Drain will be increased in length by 335 feet.

This cost shall be distributed throughout the entire 2049.04 acre drainage shed. The reconstructig
cost for this project shall be $33.50 per acre with a $100.00 minimum. The damages are set at
$0.00 for each tract and the maintenance assessment would remain the same as Option 1.

The C.B. Jones drain would be included in the maintenance assessment for the overall drainage
area. However, the reconstruction would be done seperately and the owners benefiting from the
C.B. Jones reconstruction would be assessed for that work. The reconstruction would be the
same as in the March 16, 1990 report at the following cost:
