Attached is a partial vacation request and location map submitted by Matthew and Teresa
Skelton, property owners and developers of Junction North on Hoover Street in Westfield. This is for the
arm of the J.M. Thompson Arm to the Anna Kendall Arm of the Cool Creek Drain on parcels 09-05-36-
04-07-001.000, owned by petitioner, and 09-05-36-00-00-020.004, owned by the City of Westfield, in
Washington Township.

Tlhe portion of the J.M. Thampson Arm to be vacated is the drain from Str. 1 of the Asa Bales
Park Relocation to Str. 30, as described in the final report for the J.M. Thompson 1990 Reconstruction,
dated Aprit 16, 1992 and approved on April 20, 1992 (DB Book 3, pages 10 to 12). Also to be vacated is
the drain from Str, 30 10 308 as described in the Hoover Street Extension report for the J.M. Thompson,
dated February 18, 1992, with hearing on May 18, 1992 (DB Book 3, page 18).

Thea proposed vacation will reinove 13 feet of 127 RCP and 100 feet of 367°RCP from the }.M.
Thompson Arim of the Anna Kendall Armi of the Cool Creek Drain, for a total of 113 feel.

TLis parcel owned by the petitionet are being split and developed into North Junction, which will
be 5 residentiai lois. The Clyy of Westfield will confinue to maintain the drainage from: Foover Street, as

that is part of their system that discharges into the JM. Thompson Arn.

The main J.M. Thompsen Acm wiil remam in place to cominue to provide drainage for the
overall watershed arca and the upstrcam regulsted drain tiles north of Hoover Street.

This will not change the curreat assessments for the Cool Creek Drainage Area on these parcels.
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{ believe that the requested partial vacation meets the requirements for vacation as set out in IC
36-9-27-34(d).

Re:  Request for Vacation of a portion of the J.M. Thompson Legal Drain

Mr. Hoyes:

Per our previous discussions, please accept this letter as our request to the Hamilton County
Drainage Board to vacate a small portion of the J.M. Thompson Drain located on property we
own at 149 W. Hoover Street in Westfield, Indiana.

As you know, in October of 2016, we obtained approval of a zoning proposal that permits
the development of our property, identified in Exhibit A, into five (5) single-family residential
lots. We are now in the process of subdividing the property.

The westernmost lot planned on the property is significantly encumbered by existing storm
water infrastructure, identified in Exhibit B. We would like to remove the existing storm pipes
and reconstruct them in a manner that would permit the construction of a new home on the lot
(as illustrated in Exhibit C).

The existing storm pipes have been installed and modified over the years as part of more
than one construction project. Some of the infrastructure was installed by the County as part
of its regulated drain system and some of the infrastructure was installed and/or modified by
the City of Westfield. These projects have resulted in an oddly designed network of drainage

pipes.

Some of the storm pipes are part of the County’s regulated drain system, even though now,
as modified over the years, they only convey storm water from two storm inlets on Hoover
Street. We propose to rebuild and relocate storm pipes that would continue to convey storm
water from these inlets to the J.M. Thompson Drain. The City of Westfield has indicated that
it supports the construction of the new storm pipes and that it will, if properly vacated by the
County Drainage Board, be willing to accept and maintain the new storm pipes as part of the
City’s storm drainage system. A letter to this effect is attached hereto as Exhibit D.
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Hopeful that this request will be accepted by the Hamilton County Drainage Board, we
have discussed this matter at length with the City of Westfield to coordinate design of the
relocated storm infrastructure. We have agreed that in advance of rerouting and installing the
new storm infrastructure, our contractor would prepare a temporary pump-around from the
roadway inlets to the downstream structure that is part of the County’s regulated drain. Once
the pump is in place, the old pipe at the downstream structure would be removed and the
opening would be modified, as necessary, to accommodate the new infrastructure. We have
already submitted an application for an Qutlet Permit contemplating this work. All new pipe
would be installed per City of Westfield and Hamilton County standards and the old existing
infrastructure would be removed or temporarily capped until additional site development is
performed.

The Department of Public Works is aware of your intention to request that
the Hamilton County Drainage Board vacate a portion of the J.M. Thompson
Drain located on your property located at 149 W. Hoover Street in Westfield,
Indiana. We have reviewed and approve of your plans to remove the existing
storm water pipes on the property and reconstruct them in a manner that would
permit the construction of a new home on the property.

As we discussed, the reconstructed storm pipes will need to continue to
convey storm water from two storm inlets on Hoover Street to the J.M.
Thompson Drain. All new pipes must be installed in compliance with City of
Westfield and Hamilton County standards and the old existing infrastructure will
need to be removed or temporarily capped until additional site development is
performed.
