Attached are petition, plans, and other information for the proposed reconstruction of the
Anmna Kendall Drain, for the U.S. 31 Road Project. The reconstruction was petitioned by the
Indiana Department of Transportation. During the road reconstruction, the Anna Kendall Drain
will be affected and those changes are as follows:

Anna Kendall Drain

The project will reconstruct a portion of Anna Kendall Drain, with the placement of a
new box culvert under US 31. The reconstruction will intercept the original open ditch channel at
Sta. 137+86, per the original 1882 legal description, then run in a new channel through the new
US 31 box culvert and infercept back at the original channel at Sta. 141+67. The new channel
length will be 355 feet of open ditch. This is as shown on sheets 42 and 44 of the U.S. 31
Construction plans having project number 1296427, contract number IR-34750, and dated August
10, 2012.

The total length of new drain shall be 355 feet. The 381 feet of original drain between
Sta. 137+86 and Sta. 141467 shall be vacated. This proposal will remove 26 feet from the Anna
Kendall overall total length.

The cost of the reconstruction is to be paid by the Indiana Department of Transportation.

Since the petitioner is the Indiana Department of Transportation and is being performed
under public bid process, no bond is required for the relocation/reconstruction work.

The easement for this drain shall remain the existing statutory 75° from the centerline of
the tile or the top of bank of the open difch, as per IC 36-9-27-33. This reconstruction of the
regulated drain will move the easement and work will be completed in the easement of the
following parcels:
