On April 2, 1976 Kenton C. Ward me¥t with State Highway

employee; on the County-McMahon Drain #60 at the point where

the diggf;rosses State Road 19. The water in the open drain

on the West side of the Road is standing and not moving, thus
becoming stagnate. The Catch Basin on the East side of the Road
(approx. L'xli'x7' deep of 8" concrete block and & L' concrete cover)
was uncovered and the lid lifted-Water was approx. 3! high and
was boiling up 6" in the center. The 1lid was replaced and 6" of
crushed stone replaced on and around the cover. South Kast of

the Catch Basin water was ponding and a blow hole was found

to be starting. The Catch Basin (with metal grate top) 100!+
North of the first Catch Basin on the East side of the Road is
believed to have been cut off by the telephone company when

the cable was buried. Water is standing in this Catch Basin

and not moving. A hole was started 3' South of this Catch Basin

but  was filled with water immediatly, so the dirt was replaced.

Water stands in the East side ditch on top of the legal drain at

all times. This water is coming from the field North and from the
box East of the Road can not get out because of an obstruction

somewhere in the tile system.
