Attached is a 52.5 petition and plans for the proposed relocation of the County McMahon
Drain. The relocation is being proposed by New Life Assembly of God. The proposal is to
relocate the drain across parcel #10-07-19-00-00-031.001 owned by New Life Assembly of God
Church as part of the New Life Assembly of God project per plans by Falcon Engineering, Job
No. 219.0, revision date April 22, 2007.

Per plans the storm water will be routed through the New Life Assembly of God site from
the west side of the site, Tract 10-07-19-00-00-031.001, thence, draining in a southeasterly
direction and tie into the existing drain on the south property line of said tract. This will occur
between Structures 802, 801, 800 and 700 as shown on the attached plans.

The line will consist of the following:

187 A2000 HDPE 496 ft.

The total length of the new drain shall be 496 feet. The 392 feet of original drain
between Station 7+39 and 11+31 shall be vacated. This proposal will add 104 feet to the drains
total length.

The cost of the relocation is to be paid by New Life Assembly of God. The developer
has provided the Letter of Credit as follows:

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Attached is a non-enforcement request. The easement for the new drain will be 15” per
half (30’ total) between Structures 800, 801 and 802; and 55’ total between Structures 700 and
800 per the attached plans.
