I have made a personal inspection of the land described below. Upon doing so, I
believe that the drain is practicable, will improve the public health, benefit a highway and
be of public utility and that the costs, damages and expenses of the proposed drain will
probably be less than the benefits accruing to the owners of land likely to be benefited.
The drain will consist of the following:

36” RCP — 210 feet
The total length of the drain will be 210 feet.

The extension of this arm shall begin at Str. 609ex in the plans for Primrose
School at West Carmel by HWC Engineering, Inc., having project number 2013-022, and
last revision date of November 13, 2013.
