Upon review of the drainage sheds, I believe that the Booth-Zeis Drain should be made an arm to
the William Lehr Drain.

I recommend that the Booth-Zeis Drain be extended from Sta. 42425 to where it intersects with
the William Lehr Ditch. This would extend the Booth-Zeis Drain by 751 feet. This would also add
additional drainage easement upon parcel #12-11-03-00-00-006.000 owned by Whitecroft Farms, Inc.
Upon this extension the drainage should then be combined and I believe that this can be done since the
Booth-Zeis would then empty into the William Lehr Ditch and thus meets the requirements as set out in
IC 36-9-27-41.

The William Lehr Drain in Wayne, Noblesville and Fall Creek Townships was placed on a
maintenance program in 1967. The drain consists of the William Lehr, L. H. Joseph & Eli Brooks and
Booth-White Drains. Its current rate is $2.00 per acre, $10.00 minimum and $35.00 per platted lot. There
are 2,748.45 acres and 977 lots assessed and brings in $41,123.90 per year. The current maintenance
balance is $59,183.09.

The Booth-Zeis Drain in Wayne Township was placed on maintenance in 1973, Its current rate is
$1.00 per acre with a $5.00 minimum. The drain has 430.31 acres assessed with no lots. The annual
assessment is $479.24 and the current balance is ($533.23). At this time there are no outstanding work
orders on this drain. There were two work orders completed in 2003 at a cost of $943.50.

I recommend that the Board combine these drains for maintenance purposes. The current
negative balance in the Booth-Zeis Drain be addressed by:

1. Reducing this balance due GDIF with the 2004 collections.

2. Any future maintenance work on the Booth-Zeis Drain should be paid from the William Lehr
Drain fund.

3. After 2004 collections the remainder of the balance be paid from the William Lehr Drain fund.
This will be approximately $53.99. Contingent upon the 2004 collections.
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4. Any collection of delinquent assessments, penalties or interest after the 2004 collection shall be
placed in the William Lehr fund. Irecommend the rate be the same as the current rate for the
William Lehr Drain.

I recomimend that a hearj held for this matter on June 28, 2004.
