I have made a personal inspection of the land described in the petition. Upon doing so, I believe that
the drain is practicable, will improve the public health, benefit a public highway, and be of public utility
and that the costs, damages and expenses of the proposed drain will probably be less than the benefits
accruing to the owners of land likely to be benefited. The drain will consist of the following:

12” RCP 833 ft. 24” RCP 552 ft.
15” RCP 765 ft. 27’ RCP 241 ft.
18” RCP 482 ft. 6” SSD 6,789 ft.

The total length of the drain will be 9,662 feet.

The retention pond (lake #1) located in Common Area C and the existing lake in Common Area A are
not to be considered part of the regulated drain. Pond maintenance assumed by the Drainage Board shall
only include the inlets and outlet as part of the regulated drain. The maintenance of the retention pond
(lake) such as sediment removal and erosion control along the banks, mowing and aquatic vegetation
maintenance and control will be the responsibility of the Homeowners Association The Board will also
retain jurisdiction for ensuring the storage volume for which the pond was designed will be retained.
