Attached is a drain map, drainage shed map and an assessment roll for the
Charles Lower Drain. This drain is located in Sections 5,6,7 & 8 of Township

20 North, Range 4 East in Jackson Township.

The drain was first constructed as the Thomas DeVaney Drain by the order
of the Circuit Court in 1882. This drain consisted of a Main Ditch 6252
feet in lenght. An Arm | 1600 feet in lenght, Arm 2 1700 feet in lenght
and an Arm 3 4200 feet in lenght.

In 1908 the lower or open portion of the DeVaney Drain was tiled. This was
done by an order of the Commissioners as the Harry Binkley Drain and it

consisted of 1500 feet,

In 1918 the drain was again reconstructed by order of the Circuit Court. This
was done as the Pearl A, Lower and Charles E. Lower Drain. This consists
of adding 1400 feet to the original Main DeVaney Drain and retiling the main

drain, The following is a breakdown of the lenght of drain as it is now.

The last assessment on the drain was made in 1960.
On October 21, 1968, Mrs Audrey Kassebaum requested that the drain be placed on
a maintenance program.

(30) for maintenance.

On February 10, 1983, an inspection was made on this drain. At that time
the drain was found to be in good condition. Because of this I recommend that
the drain be placed on a maintenance program at $2.00 per acre, $6.00 minimum.

With 484.4 acres in the drainage shed, the total yearly assessment would be
51012.94.

I also recommend that two breathers be installed as shown on the attached work

order,

A hearing should be set for May 2, 1983 at 1:30pm.
