I have made a personal inspection of the land described in
the petition. Upon doing so, I believe that the drain is
practicable; will improve the public health; benefit a public
highway and be of public utility; and that the costs, damages and
expenses of the proposed drain will probably be less than the
benefits accruing to the owners of land likely to be benefited.
The drain will consist of the following:

The total length of the drain will be 8856 feet.

An inspection of the drainage facilities
for this section has been made and the facilities were found to be complete
and acceptable.

- During construction, changes were made to the drain which will alter the

plans submitted with my report for this drain dated April 11, 1995. The

changes are as follows:
Structure 19 to structure 18 was missed on the original report. This structure
conslsts of 15" RCP at 28' feet in length.
STR 11 to special manhole #21 consists of 36" RCP and was shortened from 181'
feet to 138" feet. The 36" RCP was incorrectly totaled on the original report.
The correct length of 36" RCP is 541" feet.

The length of the drain due to the changes described above is now 9,389 feet.
The non-enforcement was approved by the Board at its meeting on May 22, 1995.

The bond or letter of credit from National City Bank, number 44383, dated March
2, 1995, in the amount of $144,327, has been released.
