Please regard this as the Inspector’s Final Report on the Round Up Drain Reconstruction,
focated in Section 3, Township 17 North, Range 4 East in Delaware Township, Hamilton County,
Indiana.

At the May 28, 2013 meeting of the Hamilton County Drainage Board the hearing for the
Round Up Drain Reconstruction was held, the Surveyor’s Report dated March 12, 2013 was
approved and the Finding and Order signed. (HCDB Minute Book 15, Pages 10-15).

The Engineer’s Estimate for the Round Up Reconstruction was $52,957.50.
The lowest bid for the reconstruction came in at $59,690.00 from R. L. Vuckson Excavating.

At the November 25, 2013 meeting of the Hamilton County Drainage Board the costs for the
project were revised to cover the additional costs for the bid over the Engineer’s Estimate. The
