contour interval. Any discreponcies shall be reported to
the Engineer. The outside photogrametric consultant
shall be solely responsible for the accuracy of agerial
mapping.  Topographic mapping prepared by Lobo Aeridl
Surveys.

5. Building pad creas designated for fill for future
buildings shall be constructed of suitable fill material
and compacted per specifications. Al fill areas for
building areas are to be stripped of topsoll prior to
placement of fill.

6. Contractor shall preserve existing trees wherever
possible. Owner and owner's representative shall be
consulted for clearing limits. Clearing limits shall
consist of all trees within street areas, utility
installation limits. and cut and fill aress. Cleared
trees may be buried onsite at the direction of the
owner’s representative.

7. Al topsoil shall be placed in mounding areas and
nonstructural fill areos, Upon completion of mass
earthwork, topsoil shall be spread to a depth of 4 to 6
inches in areas to be seeded such as lake slopes, mound
aregs, areas between curb and clearing limits, and all
disturbed areas outside of building and parking areas.

8. Straw bole dams, sediment pits and silt fences shall be
utilized to control erosion. See erosion control
specifications and erosion details for additional
information. See Soil Erosion Plan for additional
information.

9. Earthwork Balance ~ The Contractor shall confirm all
earthwork quantities prior to start of construction. If
an excess or shortage or earth is encountered, the
Contractor shall confirm with the Owner and Engineer the
requirements for stockpiling, removal or importing of
earth.

Minor adjustments to tie grades may be required to obtain

earthwork balances when minor excess material or
shortages are encountered. It is recognized by the
parties hereto that the calculations of the Engineer in
determining earthwo:¥ quantities shall be accomplished in
accordance with the American Society of Civil Engineers
Standards for such calculations. Further, that these
calculations are subject to the interpretations of soil
borings as the physical limits of the various soil types,
also the allowable variation in finish. grade and
compaction permitied the contractor, and that all of

- these parameters may cause either an excess or shortage

of actual earthwork materials to complete the project.
If such an actudl mindr excess or shortage of materials
occurs, the contractor shall contact the engineer to
determine if adjustments can be made to correct the
inbalance of earth.

10. Spot blevations — If during the construction or survey
layout process it is determined that there are

insufficient spot elevations to properly construct the
project or the design grades oppears to be too steep or
flat for on-site conditions, the contractor shall contact
the engineer to adpust or add additional elevations as
required.

11, This engineered site plan does not disclose the required

100 year flood elevation or wetland restrictions in compliance
with requirements of the Indiana Department of Resources {INDR),
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers or the Flood Insurance Rate
Maps (FIRM). The lot owner or his engineer should consult these
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sources before preparing specific site plans relating to building improvements
