Attached is a petition filed by RDJ Custom Builders along with a non-
enforcement request, plans, calculations, quantity summary and assessment roll for the
Hinkle Creek Estates Drain, Section 2 Arm to be located in Noblesville Township. Ihave
reviewed the submittals and petition and have found each to be in proper form.

I have made a personal inspection of the land described in the petition. Upon
doing so, I believe that the drain is practicable, will improve the public health, benefit a
public highway, and be of public utility and that the costs, damages and expenses of the
proposed drain will probably be less than the benefits accruing to the owners of land likely
to be benefited. The drain will consist of the following:

765 12°RCP 299> 21”RCP
1,797 15”RCP 611" 187 RCP 4,545’ 67 SSD

The total length of the drain will be 8,017 feet.

The Retention Ponds A & B located on lots 13, 14, 15 and on lots 22, 23, 29
respectively, are not to be considered part of the regulated drain. Pond maintenance shall
include inlet, outlet, sediment removal and erosion control along the banks as part of the
regulated drain. The maintenance of the pond such as mowing and aquatic vegetation
control will be the responsibility of the Homeowners Association. The Board will also
retain jurisdiction for ensuring the storage volume for which the pond was designed will
be retained, thereby, allowing no fill or easement encroachments. The ponds were
installed with Section 1. This is consistent with my previous report for Section 1 which
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was approved by the Board on April 28, 2003 and recorded in Minutes Book 7, pages 46-
47.

The issue of locating the ponds on individual lots was approved for the

subdivision by the Drainage Board on October 28, 2002 as recorded in Minutes Book o,
pages 470-471.

The subsurface drains (SSD) to be part of the regulated drain are those located
under the curbs and those main lines between lots or in rear yards. Only the main SSD
lines which are located within the easement (right of way) are to be maintained as
regulated drain. Laterals for individual lots will not be considered part of the regulated

drain. The portion of the SSD which will be regulated other than those under curbs are as
follows: Lots 29 & 30.

[ have reviewed the plans and believe the drain will benefit each lot equally.
Therefore, I recommend each lot be assessed equally. I also believe that no damages will
result to landowners by the construction of this drain. I recommend a maintenance
assessment of $10.00 per acre for common areas and platted lots, $10.00 per acre for
roadways, with a $65.00 minimum. With this assessment the total annual assessment for
this section will be $1,240.50.

The petitioner has submitted surety for the proposed drain at this time. Surety
shall be submitted prior to the approval of the Hamilton County Board of
Commissioners/commencement of construction. The sureties which are in the form of a
Letter of Credit are as follows:

Attached are as-builts, certificate of completion & compliance, and other information for
Hinkle Creek Estates Section 2. An inspection of the drainage facilities for this section has been
made and the facilitics were found to be complete and acceptable.

During construction, changes were made to the drain, which will alter the plans submitted
with my report for this drain-dated October 31, 2007. The report was approved by the Board at
the hearing held January 28, 2008. (See Drainage Board Minutes Book 11, Pages 7-8)

The changes are as follows:

The 12” RCP was shortened from 765 feet to 525 feet. The 15” RCP was shortened from 1797
feet to 1777 feet. The 18” RCP was shortened from 611 feet to 604 feet. The 24” (reported as
21”) was shortened from 299 feet to 297 feet. The 6” SSD was lengthened from 4,545 feet to
4,590 feet. It should be noted that Structure 225 to Structure 142 consisting of 125 feet of 127
RCP was removed due to the wetland mitigation. The length of the drain due to the changes
described above is now 7,793 feet.

The non-enforcement was approved by the Board at its meeting on February 11, 2008
and recorded under instrument #2008006870.
