I have examined this petition and found it to be in the correct form.

The proposed drain will serve the Springmill Place and Pike's Spring Mill Heights,
First Section, Subdivisions. Although off site drainage is crossing the parcel,

I believe that this should be discounted and only the subdivisions themselves

be in the drainage shed. A assessment roll reflecting this is attached. There
are a total of 49 Lots and 14.7 acres of road right of way which will be served
by the proposed drain. Assessing this as a Urban Drain at a rate of $15.00

per lot and the road right of ways at $3.00 per acre a total of $798.10 per year

will be taken in as assessments.

items have been submitted,

One problem with the subsurface drain hés arisen, Tree roots had
plugged a portion of this system. This problem was repaired by the
developer. The developer has placed risers at various locétions on
the subsurface drain in order that chemicals can be put into the
system to prevent roots from entering the tile. "The locations of
the risers have been placed on the plans, I recommend that this

treatment be done each year.

The length of the drain as constructed is the same as in my original

report, 11,657 feet,
