REPORT OF VIEWERS AND ENGINEER QF THE JAMES I. TETER DRATIN.
To the Honorable dJudge of the Hamilton Circuit Court.

We the Viewers and Engineer to whom the agbove entitled Petition
for drainage of certain lands in Wayne Township, Hamilton County,
Indiana was referred; would respectfully report, that We met on the
line of the ditch on the 29th day of July 1941, qualified and
proceeded to view sald drain and lands affected thereby. after
careful investigation of the premises of said drain We are of the
opinion that said drain should be constructed, and done in the manner
set out below in the report, and that the same when completed will
improve the public health, and will reclaim certain lands and will
be a public utility, and will benefit several highways; also, that
the cost of construction, damages and expense of affected said drain
will be less than the benefits to the lands affected by said drainage.

That We have definitely determined the best and cheapest method
of affecting the drainage of such lands.

We have fixed the route, location and chearacter of said proposed
work; that We have fixed the same by metes and bounds, courses,
distance, description and guides, and bench marks so as to provide
for a complete outlet for the drainage of said lands affected by the
proposed work; that We have divided the ditch into sections of not
more than 100 feet in length by setting stakes each 100 feet.

LOCATION.

Wayne Townehip, Hamilton County, in Sections 20-19-18-and 17
Township 19 Worth Range 6 East.

Approximately 7 miles East and 3 mile North of Noblesville and
approximately 4 mile North West of Lapel, Indiana.

We the viewers with the Engineer Roy D. Horney viewed the James
I, Teter drain and find it in bad condition and inadequate to drain
the land properly. We are informed this drain has been worked on
several times in the past and has never prooven satisfactory.

We would recomend that the Main diteh be examined and repair
any place needed from sta. O to sta. 21 or inlet ¢n South side of
road. Clean out and repair inlet. Insert 6- 2' lergths of 12%
perferated corrugated pipe at intervals as directed by Engineer,
between Stations 2140 to Sta. 2B+0; large enough to hold approximately
4 cu, Yard of coarse gravel over each corrugated pipe as per plans.

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At sta. 2840 construct Headwall as per plans attached. Remove all
Tile and junction box to sta. 49+60 recovering tile in a manner not
to injure them so they can be used later.

From sta. 28+0 to sta.57+0 construct an open ditch 4 feet wide
in bottom, slope 13 to 1 slope, depositing the dirt evenly, and not
to exceed 18" deep unless otherwise directed by the Engineer, at
approximately sta. 46+ grade out crossing so that the ditch can be
crossed with farm machinery and stock, at least 50' on each side of
bank of ditch. From sta. 5740 to sta, 7040 or terminus clear banks
of all brush and channel of all debris.

- The contractor shall remove all concrete, broken tile and other
rubbish from ditch bank, any unused tile shall be hauled and plled
in a suitable pile before job will be considered complete, We would
also recommend that after the arm # 2 has used the 20" tile salvaged
reguired and there are enough left for 200 lin. feet or more, the
Engineer will stake and locate above headwall.

The contractor to bid per lin., feet for tile laid and covered.
Arm # 1. Examine Arm # 1 and repair tile and construct headwall where
it enters Main diteh.

GENERAL CONDITION:

Arm # 2 - We find by examination there is approximately as much water

shed on this arm as there is on Main ditch above where Arm # 2 enters
Main ditch,

This water shed has a very rapid run off which is causing s great
deal of damage, such as erosion, gullys and over flow on low lands.

This Arm # 2 of James I. Teter drain consists of approximately
800 feet of 12" tile which is inadequate to take care of the water.
There is also large open ditches on each side of road running North
and South which over flows and causes damage to roail, also is very
dangerous to the traveling public.

There are several private tile ditches through this area, but all
are small and do not functihon. We would recommend that this Arm # 2
be extended and enlarged as follows.

32+36 14" tile and 14" inlet, 36'-ft, West of
tile ditch, connect to tile.

From sta. 32436 to sta. 39+64 16" tile at 39+64 construct a standard
Junction box and a 12" inlet 90 ft. North East conneet with Junction
box. from sta. 39+64 to 50+65 20" tile taken from Main ditch, at sta.
44+00 install 12" inlet.

At sta. 50+64 extend the 18" pipe under road ané construct special
headwall as per plans. _

From sta, 50+65 to sta. 66+00 construct an open ditch 4 feet wide
in bottom, 14 to 1 slope. We also recommend locating new ditch from
sta. 50+65 to sta. 58+00 West of West line of road to eliminate the
open ditch along side of road, using material out of new diteh to fill
old one. The surplus dirt to be deposited on West side of ditch evenly
spread not to exceed 18" deep,

All Culverts crossing road the outlets shall be opened into new
channel. When tile crosses old washed channel the contractor shall £ill
washed channel 25' ft. on each side of where the tile crosses.

All trees and shrubs shall be removed for at least 25' ft. on eagh
side of tile ditch. We would also recommend that the 20" tile on Main
ditch used, credit the main diteh with 30 cents per lin, ft. for tile
used.

The contractor shall move all fences and replace them in as good
condition as when found.
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All tile to be laid to even grade, straight and true.

Unless ditch is cut with regular trench machine the ditch shall be
cut at least 6" wider than greatest diameter of tile used. When tile
are laid they shall be only covered enough to hold untill inspected
by Engineer or his authorized Deputy.

All New tile shall be either Concrete, Clay, or Shale, to meet
the A,5.T.M, Specifications Farm drain tile.

All work shall be done in a neat and workman like manner;

All Concrete work shall be neatly constructed, straight forms
and shall be 1 - 2% - 3 Mix, 1 Cement, 24 Sand, and 3 Gravel- good
clean washed gravel.

Ald dirt shall be deposited evenly so any farm machinery can work
on it, either while digging or with Bull Dozer afterwards.

The Contractor shall move the salvaged tile from old ditch to
site of new ditch, all tile must be inspected and approved before
putting them in ditch.

We would also recommend that should the Fartiss interested in
the Arm # 2 does not want the tile drain constructed,that the open
portion of the Arm be constructed as out lined with all openings
across the road extended to new open ditch, also headwall at upper
end of open ditch.
