Attached is a petition from the Hémilton County Boar'd of Commissioners for an
extention’-of the Thistlewooed Drain. Attached to the petition is a schedule
of assessments, plans and a report to the Board dated April 13, 1988.

A hearing was held on July 11, 1988 at which time the above mentioned report was approved.
On September 12, 1988 bids were recieved and opened. The lone bid from J & W Excavating
was for $10,050.80 and the contract was set for rebid on October 11, 1988. At that
meeting two bids, Wm Noland for $6,838.00 and D.R. Childs for $8,448,00 were opened.

Since all bids were over the original estimate all bids were rejected.

At this time I am revising the original estimﬁte based on the highest bid. This

estimate is as follows:
