The wvacation would affect the following portions of the drain
per the 1902 Viewers Report to the Commissioners:

(sTa 0 to STA 2 was vacated in 1986)

Arin #2: From STA 0 to STA 7+00

The vacation is possible due to Davis Development now owning
most tracts containing the above mentioned portions of the drain.
The exception would be the Hazeldale Elementary school site. The
Davis property is being developed and the storm sewer system built
with the Subdivision will be the maintenance responsibility of the
City of Carmel.
